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Bleeding and Filling
1. Bleed your lighter each time you refi ll it.
2. Release all tank pressure by pressing on the
   inlet valve with a small screwdriver or a XIKAR                                                                                               
    MTX Multi Tool bleeder (shown). Hold the 
    lighter upside down while bleeding valve and            
    repeat until all fuel/gas pressure is released.
3. Holding upside down, insert butane tank tip         
    directly on the fuel valve.  Press down fi rmly 
    for about 5 seconds. 
4. Before igniting lighter, wait 3-4 minutes for
    excess butane to evaporate and butane               
    inside lighter to reach room temperature.
5. Set fl ame level to desired height by turning
    fl ame adjuster wheel.
